1. Playing Days
Premier 1
Friday - Boys and Girls, games will start at 5.30pm, 6.45pm and 8.00pm.Umpires for the 5.30 games will blow for the end of the 4.15pm game at 5.20pm
Premier 2
Friday - Boys and Girls, Games will start at 4.15pm, 5.30pm, 6.45pm and 8.00pm.for games which will include warm up and ½ time. Umpires for the 5.30 games will blow for the end of the 4.15pm game at 5.20pm

Thursday - Boys and Girls

Reserve 1 
Wednesday - Boys and Girls

Tuesday - Boys and Girls

All grades
Games will also be played as required to allow for promotion/relegation games and deferred games
2. Length of Games
All games are to start and finish on time. If a game starts late for any reason the management of both teams and the umpires must determine the playing time before the game starts.  This may include making changes to: 

· Length of first half

· Length of second half

· Length of half-time break

· Length of warm-up time on turf
Premier 1 and Premier 2 games are to have 30 minute halves and at least a 5-10 minute warm up.

Games in all other grades are to have 25 minute halves and at least a 5 minute warm up where possible. Maximum half time in all grades is 3 minutes. To save time, “the toss” should be taken before entering the turf.   

Finish of Games: In P1 and P2, Games must finish 10 minutes prior to the start time of the next game and in all other grades games must finish 5 minutes prior to the start time of the next game to allow turf warm-up time for the teams playing next.

Stoppages: Games may be stopped for lights failure, flooding or significant injury requiring treatment on the turf. If the game is stopped in the first half and is unable to be restarted during the allocated playing time, it will be rescheduled on the request of either team. If the game is stopped at half-time or later the score at the time of the stoppage stands as the final result.

3. Umpires
Umpires will be allocated for Premier 1 games.  If at all possible umpires will be allocated to Premier 2 and Premier 3 games. Where umpires are not allocated it is the responsibility of each team to provide an umpire for their game. Umpire training and some supervision will be available at the start of the season.  

There are some Secondary School students who are currently completing their Wellington Junior Umpiring badge that may be available to assist with umpiring.  It is suggested if you wish to avail yourself of these that a small donation is made to them.

The Umpires’ Advisory Council will supervise students and parents interested in passing their Junior Local Umpire’s badge - contact the Umpires Advisory Council at paddy@wellingtonhockey.org.nz or the Wellington Hockey Association (WHA) Office for further details.

4. Defaults
Notification: The team being defaulted to and the WHA Office must be notified of the default at the earliest possible time, and no later than midday on the day of play. Notification of defaults by email alone is not sufficient. The manager/coach of the team being defaulted to must be contacted by telephone to ensure the message is received.

Sports Coordinators and School Office contacts can be found on the WHA website at http://www.wellingtonhockey.org.nz/page/school_contacts.html 
A default must be included in results returned for that week. The team that defaults a game is responsible for paying their own turf fees and those of the team defaulted to.

If a team fails to take the turf within 10 minutes of the scheduled start time they are deemed to have defaulted the game.  The WHA may impose a $25 fine on a team defaulting in these circumstances. Seven (7) players constitute a team.

If a team is late due to circumstances beyond its control that are deemed appropriate by the WHA, the game may be rescheduled by the WHA.

5. Requests to Re-schedule

Requests to reschedule a game must be lodged with the WHA Office a minimum of three weeks in advance of the scheduled playing date.  Requests will not be granted for school field trips, school dances etc. NB there is however opportunity at the beginning of the season to request such specific time or bye allocation changes.  With so little extra turf time available games are very difficult to reschedule and requests may not necessarily be granted.  Where a request to reschedule is made both teams must agree; if this cannot be resolved the original playing night must be used.
6. Cancellations
Turf games are not often cancelled and will usually go ahead in rain. Cold, wind-chill factor and turf flooding are the main reasons for cancellation. The decision to cancel may be delayed as late as possible to allow the chance for any flooding to clear or conditions to improve sufficiently for games to proceed. Schools will be notified of cancellations (using the contacts details provided on the team registration form) by telephone or email as soon as a decision is made.  NOTE - The National Hockey Stadium Trust (NHS), as provider of the venues, has the right to close the turfs.
7. Results and Game Cards
Points Allocation:  WIN – 3 Points, DRAW – 1 Point, LOSS – 0 Points, DEFAULT: Team defaulted to – 3 Points and 3 goals; Team defaulting – 0 points.

Game cards will be sent to all schools before the start of the season. Additional cards can be obtained by contacting the WHA office. Any injury incurred during a game must be noted on the card.  

At the end of the game the completed card is to be returned to the WHA Office. Completed cards can be left in the box at NHS, FPHS and Kapiti for collection. Schools should also email or fax their results to the WHA Office no later than the Tuesday following the game. Schools have ten (10) days to get their result to the WHA office. Failure to do so will result in the game being voided.
Results will be displayed on the WHA website. 
8. Turfs
NHS lights are operated by a timer at the NHS Stadium and by NHS personnel.  

For Clareville, Fraser Park, Elsdon and Kapiti (Mazengarb Reserve) – information regarding lights is available at the turf.

Both NHS turfs are water based and require watering. This is carried out according to an arranged schedule. 

i. Turf Bookings

Turf or pavilion bookings for fixtures are to be made through the WHA Office on 389 3337.  

ii. Turf Fees

The charge-out rate for a turf is $42.00 per game per team for Friday nights and $35.00 per game per team for all other nights. Schools will be invoiced for turf fees by the WHA. Most teams will play between 16 and 18 games per season.

Turf fees for training time are billed directly by the NHS Trust, not by the WHA.

iii. Turf Rules
a) No practice on the turf or side of turf while games are in progress, or on the concrete area in front of the Pavilion at the NHS.

b) All spectators to stay behind fences

c) Dug outs are for the use of players and team officials only

d) No eating or drinking on the turf

e) Smoking is prohibited at all venues in accordance with Council bylaws

f) Dogs are prohibited from all venues in accordance with Council bylaws

g) Chewing gum may not be taken onto or discarded on the turf

h) Running-shoes or turf shoes only may be worn when playing on the turf.

i) Goalie pads must have buckles taped 

j) Spitting on the turf is prohibited.
iv. Additional Wellington Hockey Association Secondary Competition Rules
a) Players may NOT wear peaked caps although foam collapsible sun visors are permitted.

b) Goalies must wear an overshirt, which must be of a different colour to their team’s shirt, and the colour of the opposition team's shirt.

c) Glass bottles shall not be taken onto the turf

d) All players must wear a proper hockey uniform i.e. correct socks, shorts/skirts and tops as per their School’s registered strip colours. Playing shorts must not have belts, buckles or external zips (e.g. on pockets) as these may cause injury to the wearer, to an opposing player or to the turf surface. 

e) Track pants may not be worn as playing uniform.

f) All players should wear a mouth-guard and shin pads.  Players should not be allowed by team management to take the turf without these items.  

g) All teams must provide a ball of regulation colour (white or orange) for each game

h) Each team is to carry a First aid Kit.  This should include water and ice

i) In the event of a uniform strip colour clash the team appearing first in the draw is required to provide the alternative strip.

j) WHA will advise schools in grades where there is potential for a colour clash at the commencement of the season.

k) Drivers must observe the parking restrictions or risk being towed away.  Clear access must be available to the Pavilion and turf areas for ambulance access in the case of serious injury.  

l) Valuables should not be left visibly in cars nor left in the changing rooms.

m) Changing Rooms must be left in tidy condition after each team use - coaches or managers please check this.  Teams will be invoiced for damage and changing rooms will be locked to School grades if vandalism occurs. 

v. Blood Bin Rules

a) A player who sustains an injury which causes bleeding must leave the turf immediately and must not re-enter until the bleeding has ceased and the wound has been adequately covered. 
b) Blood-stained clothing must be replaced before re-entry to the turf.  

c) Blood on the turf must be immediately cleaned up by applying disinfectant (available from the bar in the Pavilion at NHS and gatehouse at FPHS.)
9. Fair Play
All Schools should ensure that their teams and spectators exhibit a good standard of sportsmanship.  Bad language, dangerous play and the abuse of umpires will not be tolerated.  Any complaints should be made in writing to the WHA Office as soon after the incident as possible.

10. Affiliation Fees
The Affiliation fee for each School team in 2010 is $430.
Affiliation fees partially fund the salaries for staff who administer the youth competitions (Secondary, Primary and Mini Hockey).  
11. Invoicing
Affiliation fees must be paid in full no later than 30 June 2010.

Invoices for Turf fees will be sent out with the invoice for Affiliation fees (this will cover the first 10 games). The final account will be sent out at the completion of the competition. All invoices are to be paid in full on the 20th of the month following the invoice date. Any School falling more than 30 days in arrears shall be withdrawn from competition.

12. Team Registration
a) Teams must be registered by 5.00pm on Friday 26 March 2010 and the registration must include the schools playing colours for the season. No change to playing colours can be made during the season without approval from the WHA office 

b) Grades are Premier 1 to 3 and Reserve 1 to 3: P1 – P3 and R1 – R3.

c) Promotion/Relegation games will be played in all grades before the commencement of the competition and after the Grading Round.  The WHA reserves the right to regrade teams following the Grading Round.
d) Late Entries
i) The WHA may refuse to accept or may place on a waiting list any team entries that arrive after the due date.

ii) The WHA may impose a fine on any School that fails to submit team registration lists by the due date for team registrations.

13. Player Registration
a) Players may be registered in one team only and registration of team players must be received by 5.00pm on 28 May 2010.

b) For a team to be eligible for registration they must have no less than 12 players listed at the date of registration.

c) Registration forms must be signed by the Principal prior to being submitted.

d) If a player has played 3 games for a team in a grade higher than their registered grade they cannot then play in a team below that higher grade until re-registered. Female players cannot return to their team if they have played three (3) games for a boys team.
e) Female players cannot be starred in boys teams.

f) Re-registration can be requested by e-mail to the WHA Office. 

g) A player may only be re-registered ONCE in any one season.

h) No player may be re-registered after the conclusion of pool play in either round prior to playoff games.

i) Game cards must be completed fully and will be regularly scrutinised to ensure that Schools are following the correct procedure.

j) Goal-keepers may be registered as field players in a lower grade team.

i. ID Checks

All players are required to carry photo ID. This is in case of random ID checking that the WHA may request at any time.

ii. Starred Player Rule
A maximum of three starred players may be granted to each team in a School in order to achieve one or both of the following objectives:
· To assist Schools with limited numbers to field another team (NUMBERS)

· To facilitate development of younger players by giving them the opportunity to play at a higher level (DEVELOPMENT)

Schools are required to state on the registration form which of the above criteria (NUMBERS or DEVELOPMENT) applies to each of their starred players.

Female players cannot be starred in boys teams.

Starred players may only be registered in the lower grade team and play ‘up’ as required.

A list of starred players will be published on the WHA website by 11 June 2010.
14. School contacts
A register will be established for the current season’s contacts.  This database is used for ALL communications to Schools by the WHA.  Please advise the WHA Office immediately should any of these details change. 

15. Competition Rankings
Competition rankings in all grades are as determined by the HNZ Secondary Schools Hockey Tournament Format for determining rankings at the end of pool play.

That is:

a) In each grade teams will be ranked according to the number of points each has accumulated in pool play.

b) If at the end of pool play two or more teams have the same number of points for any place, these teams will be ranked according to their respective number of games won in that round.

c) Should there still remain equality between two or more teams, then these teams will be ranked according to their respective goal difference in that round (which means ‘goals for’ less ‘goals against’).

d) A positive goal difference always takes precedence over a negative one.

e) If there still remains equality between two or more teams, then these teams will be ranked according to their respective number of ‘goals for’ in that round.

f) If there still remains equality between two or more teams then the result(s) of the game(s) during that round played between (only) those teams involved will be taken into consideration to determine the ranking of the teams.

16. Trophies
At the conclusion of the Grading Round the Wellington First Round Trophies will be awarded to the top ranked boys’ and girls’ teams.  Rankings will not include points from games against teams from Wairarapa Schools.
Competition Details
1. The Draw
The draws and results are available on the WHA website at http://www.wellingtonhockey.org.nz/page/competitionsdraws.html 
2. Competition Structure
Each grade will, as far as possible, comprise 8 teams.  Teams will be ranked based on their finishing placings from the previous season.

Week 1 - Challenge Week
· During Challenge Week the following teams will have the opportunity to play a higher placed team in accordance with these rules.  Placings referred to below, are those that stood at the completion of the previous season’s competition.

· Teams placed 1st (except P1 Boys and Girls) will play the team that finished in 8th place in the grade above and teams that finished 2nd (except P1 Boys and Girls) will play the team that finished in 7th place in the grade above.
· In every case the winning team will be placed in the higher grade and the losing team in the lower grade.

· In the event of a draw at the completion of a Challenge Week game, the game will proceed straight to a drop off system. For the first three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of nine players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of seven players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of five players only. A goal keeper can be removed at any time and “golden goal” rules will apply. That is the first team to score a goal will be declared the winner.
· In the event of a draw at the completion of the nine minute drop of system the teams will proceed to a penalty stroke competition.
Grading Round
· A Grading Round will then be played with each team playing seven games against the other teams in their grade (where there are 8 teams in the grade).
Promotion Relegation Week
· At the end of the Grading round teams will undergo the same process as used in Challenge Week where teams placed 1st after grading (except P1 Boys and Girls) will play the team that finished in 8th place in the grade above and teams that finished 2nd (except P1 Boys and Girls) will play the team that finished in 7th place in the grade above.

· In every case the winning team will be placed in the higher grade and the losing team in the lower grade.

· In the event of a draw at the completion of a Promotion/Relegation game, semi final or final the game will proceed straight to a drop off system. For the first three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of nine players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of seven players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of five players only. A goal keeper can be removed at any time and “golden goal” rules will apply. That is the first team to score a goal will be declared the winner.

· In the event of a draw at the completion of the nine minute drop off system the teams will proceed to a penalty stroke competition.

Competition Round
· A Competition Round will then be played with each team playing seven games against the other teams in their grade.

· All teams will begin the Competition Round with zero points.

Play Offs

· At the completion of the Competition Round, top 4 and bottom 4 semi-finals and finals will be played.  These will determine final placings in each grade.

· All semi-final games will be played in Wellington, unless both semi finalists are Wairarapa or Kapiti teams.

· All final games will be played in Wellington.

· In the event of a draw at the completion of a Promotion/Relegation game, semi final or final the game will proceed straight to a drop off system. For the first three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of nine players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of seven players only. For the next three minutes each team will drop two players and field a maximum of five players only. A goal keeper can be removed at any time and “golden goal” rules will apply. That is the first team to score a goal will be declared the winner. 

· In the event of a draw at the completion of the nine minute drop of system the teams will proceed to a penalty stroke competition.

Penalty Stroke Competition

· Five (5) players from each of the two teams, chosen by their respective Team Managers from the players listed on the Game card, but excluding any player who has been suspended Permanently (red card) from the field of play during the same match by the umpires, shall take a penalty stroke alternately against one and the same goalkeeper of the other team, unless the latter has been incapacitated and replaced, making a total of ten (10) penalty strokes, five (5) for each team.  The players must take the penalty strokes in the same sequence as the list of five (5) players nominated and communicated by the Team Managers to the umpires prior to the start of the penalty stroke competition. (List of players by name or shirt number in stroke order plus the goalkeeper – if not a stroke taker)

· If during a penalty stroke competition a player (either a stroke taker or a goalkeeper) is suspended, then that player shall take no further part in that penalty stroke competition and, unless a goalkeeper, cannot be substituted.

· If a stroke taker, any stroke the player should have been entitled to take will be counted as no goal.  If a goalkeeper, the replacement may only be from one of the nominated stroke takers.

· The player replacing the goalkeeper may continue to take penalty strokes, but when required to defend penalty strokes must wear protective headgear.  This player may also wear other approved goalkeeping equipment. (An incapacitated goalkeeper may be substituted).

· The umpires shall choose the goal to be used and they shall toss a coin with the captains to decide which team shall take the first penalty stroke.  The team having scored the higher number of goals shall be the winner and the competition shall cease once an outright winner has been established.

· In the event of an equal number of goals having been awarded, another series of penalty strokes shall be started with the same players, subject to incapacitated goalkeepers being replaced and shall feature "sudden death", which shall mean that the winner shall be the first team to have been awarded one more goal than the opposing team after an equal number of strokes (no minimum) have been taken by each team.  If necessary, this "sudden death" series may exceed ten (10) penalty strokes, five (5) for each team.  The sequence does not need to be the same as in the previous series and the Team Manager may choose at the time of each stroke which of the five (5) nominated players will take the stroke, using all five (5) nominated players per round.

· The Team Managers, goalkeepers and nominated stroke takers only may enter the field of play during a penalty stroke competition.  All these persons will remain outside the twenty-three metre area unless a player is authorised by an umpire to take or defend a penalty stroke.

4. Eligibility
a. Player eligibility

To be eligible for registration in the Secondary Schools’ competition, players in any team must attend the School under which that team is registered. Any exemptions from this rule are at the discretion of the WHA and must have written approval from the relevant School Principal(s).  Applications for exemptions must be received by the WHA Office by 15 March 2010.
b. Bona fide students

All members of a team representing a School must be bona fide pupils of that School or a member of an approved cluster school, taking a minimum of 4 subjects, be in Year 7 -13 and be under the age of 19 as at 1 January 2010. (See below re year 7 and 8 players)

c. Refer to the College Sport Wellington Bylaws as attached and in particular:

Student Eligibility
In order to be eligible to participate in activity under the jurisdiction of CSW, students must meet all of the following criteria:

· Be under the age of 19 on 1 January in the year of competition.

· Be enrolled as a bona fide student at the school of representation and studying at least 80% of a programme that is part of the timetable provided by the school

· Have continuous regular attendance at the school of enrolment or conform to the official attendance policy of that school. The Ministry of Education’s “20 Day rule” shall apply. 

· Be on the official roll of only one school 

· Not be under suspension or any other disciplinary action by the School.

· Be registered on the school’s official team list for their team of representation.

· Year 7 and Year 8 students from those schools who provide for such levels, will be eligible to participate conditional on them being identified [Y7 & Y8 as appropriate] on team registration lists. Or primary or intermediate schools that are agreed cluster schools (schools approved by WHA who would normally feed into that college or high school) Secondary schools can field a maximum number of three players (3 male and/or 3 female) in their total player registration. These players must be identified at the time of registration. These players can only be used to make up numbers or and for development.
5. Judicial
Please refer to the Local Competitions Handbook for the Open Grade.

6. Miscellaneous
Any situation not covered in this Handbook shall be dealt with in accordance with the WHA Local Competitions Handbook for the Open Grade.  The WHA will deal with all matters not provided for in this Handbook or the rules of the WHA Local Competitions Handbook for the Open Grade.

By Laws of College Sport Wellington Incorporated
(As applicable to WHA secondary school hockey)

Established 1990

Updated Dec 2008

These By Laws are binding on all member schools [and any affiliate schools] as defined in the College Sport Wellington Incorporated Constitution and prescribed in 1.7 and 1.8 below. 

Ultimately, the Principals of member and affiliate schools shall be responsible and accountable for exercising due diligence in the application of them. 

1.   
INTERPRETATION OF BY LAWS - Within these By Laws the following interpretations shall apply.

1.1
“CSW” shall mean College Sport Wellington Incorporated.

1.2
“NZSSSC” shall mean the New Zealand Secondary Schools Sports Council Incorporated.

1.3
“NSO” shall mean National Sports Organisation.

1.4
“Executive” shall mean the members of the Executive appointed under rule 10.1 of the constitution.

1.5
“Chairperson” refers to the appointed Chair of the Executive prescribed in 1.4.

1.6
“Year” means the financial year of the Association, which shall extend from 1 January in any year until 31 
December of that same year.

1.7
“Member School” [also referred to as “Host School”] means any school in the Wellington region [bounded by and including Otaki in the northwest, across to and including Upper Hutt in the northeast and south to Cook Strait] that is registered with the Ministry of Education as an accredited secondary school and who 
have paid the annual financial dues required by CSW. This interpretation shall include state, integrated and private secondary schools.

1.8
“Affiliate School” [also referred to as “Attached School”] means any secondary school who, while not a full time member, has a relationship with a member school [Host School] under the protocols of NZSSSC‘s Host School - Attached School guidelines [see rule 5]. Such schools may not necessarily be Ministry of Education accredited.

1.9
“Home School” refers to students who are schooled / educated at home and who are not registered or 
enrolled at a recognized Ministry of Education secondary school.   

1.10
“Sanctioned Sport” refers to those sports that are totally administered and delivered under the jurisdiction of CSW.

1.11
“Affiliate Sport” refers to those sports administered and delivered by regional sports bodies or their appointees which may be so administered in partnership with CSW and which preferably but not necessarily exclusively meet the requirements of these By Laws.

1.12
“First Team” level refers to a member school’s registered first [top] team squad playing in any of the sports listed in 4.1 of these By Laws irrespective of the division they play in. A squad shall be the maximum number of players eligible to be registered in that code at a New Zealand Secondary School Sport Council sanctioned competition or tournament. 

1.13
“Commissioner” refers to a person appointed annually by the Greater Wellington Secondary Schools Principals Association, charged with arbitrating any dispute or appeal that may from time to time be referred to them by the Executive Director of College Sport Wellington.

2.
STUDENT ELIGIBILITY

In order to be eligible to participate in activity under the jurisdiction of CSW, students must meet all of the following criteria:

2.1
Be under the age of 19 on 1 January in the year of competition.

2.2
Be enrolled as a bona fide student at the school of representation and studying at least 80% of a programme that is part of the timetable provided by the school – [exception rules 6 & 8 may apply]

2.3
Have continuous regular attendance at the school of enrolment or conform to the official attendance policy of that school. The Ministry of Education’s “20 Day rule” shall apply. 

2.4
Be on the official roll of only one school [see rule 3.1]

2.5
Not be under suspension or any other disciplinary action by the school.

2.6
Be registered on the school’s official team list for their team of representation – [see rule 16]

2.7
Year 7 and Year 8 students from those member schools who provide for such levels, will be eligible to participate conditional on them being identified [Y7 & Y8 as appropriate] on team registration lists.
3.
STUDENTS NEW TO OR TRANSFERRING SCHOOLS

Before a student who moves to or transfers schools is eligible to participate in CSW sanctioned activity, with particular reference to first teams (as prescribed in 1.12).

3.1
They must have been removed from the roll of the school they are departing [Exit school] and be on the roll of their new school [Entry School]. The Ministry of Education do not allow students to be on the rolls of two schools simultaneously [apart from the Correspondence School exemption].

3.2
They need to be added to the official First Team list held by CSW and this may only be initiated from the first date of full time attendance at their “entry” school.

3.3
Schools are not permitted to register students retrospectively.

3.4
If any student is new to or transfers schools and is added to any team once a season has started, they must play a minimum of 4 CSW sanctioned competition games for that team before they are eligible to play in a semi-final and/or final. A “Resident” student refers to a student categorised as:

· New Zealand citizen

· Holder of a residence permit

· Australian citizen

· New Zealand passport holder (Cook Islands, Tokelau & Niue)

· Dependent of a work permit holder

· Those on Ministry of Education recognised student exchange programmes (e.g. AFS, Rotary)
· Or as further prescribed by the Ministry of Education. All such students are subject to the protocols prescribed in 3.7 and 3.8

3.6
A “Non–Resident” student refers to any other student outside of the classifications in 3.5. This includes Foreign Fee paying students. All such students are subject to the protocols prescribed in 3.9 and 3.10

3.7
Any “resident” student who in an academic year enrols in a new member school and is selected in a first team squad for that school, shall, unless a written waiver has been received (from their exit school Principal) by both their new school and College Sport Wellington, be placed in the quota for that sport. The quota is prescribed in 4.1 of these By Laws. 

3.8
Any “resident” student (excluding Year 9 who are exempt) placed in a first team quota for a sport listed in 4.1 shall, unless they are deregistered from that team, remain in that quota for two years. Thereafter, they may continue to play without “quota status”.

3.9
Any “non resident” who in an academic year enrols in a member school and is selected in a first team squad for that school has no waiver rights and is automatically placed into the team quota as prescribed in 4.1 of these By Laws.  Unless they are deregistered from that team, they remain in that quota throughout their time at that school. 

3.10
In all First Team squads in any CSW sanctioned competition, the number of resident (without waiver) and/or non-resident students new to or transferring school is limited to a maximum as specified in schedule 4.1. This maximum for each code shall include no more than two non-resident students. SCHEDULE OF MAXIMUM NUMBERS – THE QUOTA


4.1 
The following schedule prescribes the number of resident students (without waiver) or non-resident students permitted in any First Team Squad participating in a College Sport Wellington sanctioned sport (or any North Island or New Zealand sanctioned sporting tournament or competition). Within this number, there shall be no more than two non resident students (see 3.5 & 3.6 regarding non residency).

5.
HOST SCHOOL – ATTACHED SCHOOLS
A member secondary school [host school] may offer sporting opportunities to students who attend community secondary schools [attached schools] not, by themselves, capable of entering normal secondary school events [e.g. special character schools with a secondary roll lower than 50].  The school may enter teams of students from both host and attached schools in CSW sanctioned activity, [and with the prior approval from NZSSSC and the appropriate NSO, in Island and National school events], provided that before any participation occurs:

5.1.
All other eligibility rules regarding age and attendance of the students are met.
5.2.
The Principals of the schools complete a written agreement on the terms that allow students from the ‘attached’ school[s] to play for a team[s] of the host school, the terms to include agreement that the student[s] from the ‘attached’ school will be part of the team[s] for the season and not selected only for certain fixtures.  

5.3.
No later than six weeks prior to the implementation of the proposed shared participation, the agreement[s] will be provided to CSW.

5.4
In the case of any application for a host school - attached school arrangement to be promulgated at any level beyond CSW, the appropriate documentation must be processed through to NZSSSC via CSW no later than eight  weeks prior to the event. The NZSSSC will make a recommendation to the NSO or organising committee which will consider, but is not bound to accept, the recommendation of NZSSSC.

5.5
The principal of the host school accepts responsibility for the team.

5.6
The team[s] will compete under the name of the ‘host school’.

5.7
Students will be named as representatives of the ‘host school’.

5.8
An attached school will have only one host school [or one girls’ school and one boys’ school] for any/all of its students who participate in CSW sanctioned Island or National secondary school events. This does not prevent the attached school entering students under its own name in sports where numbers may be viable [e.g.  individual sporting codes].

5.9
Any such agreements will only be effected when the appropriate documentation is signed by the Principals of both [host and attached] schools, sighted and approved by CSW.

5.10
All such host – attached school agreements are valid only for the calendar year in which they are made and at an Island or national level for the event for which application is made. 

6.
HOME SCHOOLED STUDENTS

6.1
Such students [who are not on the roll of any member school] are ineligible [Rule 2] to play at any level of CSW sanctioned competition unless an exemption is granted as prescribed in 6.2.

6.2 
CSW may however consider a written request from the parent/caregiver of a student for an exemption if it receives from the Principal of the school for whom the student wishes to play their written affirmation. 

6.3
Any such exemption shall apply to CSW sanctioned activity only and exclude such a student playing for a school’s first team in any code. 

6.4
In considering such applications, the availability of alternative community competitions will be considered.

7.
STUDENTS PLAYING FOR OTHER SCHOOLS

7.1
Only if a student’s school does not provide a code that a student wishes to play, may that student, on a case by case basis be considered by CSW to play in a team from another school, apart from in any Premier grades where qualification for NZSS Tournaments or Finals is involved. 

7.2
In the first instance the request should be made, with the Principal’s support, by the student’s school of origin to the school for which they wish to play. This should include an acceptance by the student to pay all code dues to that school and accept all the authorities of that school.

7.3
If there is an acceptance by the Principal of the school for whom the student wishes to play, this acknowledgement should then be forwarded in writing to CSW for final endorsement.
7.4
CSW may on  written application grant a waiver to this in sports where the application of 7.1 would preclude  any two [or more schools] combining to present a composite a team. Any such waiver granted would be for the current year only and would automatically disqualify such a [composite] team, from participating in any regional or national schools competition or tournament, unless the tournament organisers grant such permission.

8.
SCHOOL LEAVERS

8.1
Any student who leaves the school in which they are enrolled is no longer eligible to play for that school at any level. To this end, the Ministry of Education’s “20 Day rule” shall apply. 

8.2
CSW may however consider a written request from the parent/caregiver of a student for an exemption if it receives from the Principal of the student’s most recent school, their written affirmation. 

8.3
Any such exemption shall apply to CSW sanctioned activity only and exclude such a student playing for a 
school’s first team in any code. 

8.4
In considering such applications, the availability of alternative competition in sport the student played at their most recent school will be considered.

25
RECRUITMENT

25.1
No employee or other person associated with coaching or managing sport in a member school shall initiate any communication, written or verbal, formal or informal, with a prospective student, parents of a student, guardian or family member, in person or through a third party prior to enrolment.

25.2
A prospective student shall not be offered or accept any inducements other than that which is available by application to all students.

25.3
Any student who expresses a valid reason for wishing to leave a school shall not have any threat issued or penalty imposed upon him or his family.

25.4
If it is established that a member school knew or ought to have known that a person associated with the 
school, used undue influence on a student to transfer or remain in a school for sporting purposes, it may cause .the student to be ineligible upon transfer and could jeopardize the status of the school within CSW.

25.5
Any such allegation should be referred in writing with substantiated “proof of allegation” to the CSW Executive Director who shall then if appropriate refer it to the Commissioner for determination.
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
