Notes: 
· This covers Sunday night (4th) to Friday night (9th). This assumes driving 
up on the 
Sunday that games start – we’ll need to be watching out for 
the draw and any ‘early 
games’.
· As per previous years this is a non-negotiable cost, you pay the total cost even if you stay 
fewer nights.
· Accommodation for either Saturday night (3rd and/or 10th) at your own 
arrangements and cost.
Other costs:
Team managers will follow up on getting further payments sorted. To keep it simple they’ll probably just tell you what you owe closer to the time.
As a heads up these are looking like:

1. Accommodation subsidy

$37 – 44 per person


Team members pay for Coach and Manager Accommodation
2. Tournament fees


$61 per person (squad of 16)

The breakdown for this is:


Tournament fees:

$ 300 per team

3. Wellington turf fees for practices:
$40 per person (squad of 16)

The breakdown for this is:

$ 116 per hour per turf = approximately $650 per team
