Meanwhile we are working hard on the NHL Women’s Coaching appointment and hope to make an announcement about this
in the next couple of weeks.

What do we do?

With new personnel on board and another job being advertised, you may be wondering what each of us actually do in the
WHA office? The following isn’t by any means a complete list of activity however will give you a feel for each person’s role:

Paddy Frankenberg is the Office Manager and takes responsibility for ensuring the Senior and Secondary competitions run as
smoothly as possible, doing all the related draws. This includes completing the draws for grading rounds, promotion/relegation
games and competition rounds for the season. On top of this Paddy re-schedules deferred and cancelled games and schedules
the various quad tournaments played in Wellington in addition managing any tournament appointed to Wellington (e.g. we
have Senior Nationals and Federation Cup here this year). Paddy manages all the turf bookings for the 4 Wellington turfs and
liaises with Kapiti and Wairarapa re home and away games. Paddy is secretary to the Board and the main contact point for
communications with Hockey New Zealand.

Sandra Proctor is the Finance Officer, although a change of title is probably required as Sandra has taken on a lot more
responsibility over the last 6+ months. Sandra works 30 hours a week doing all the invoicing and payments for competition
registrations, Representative teams, office accounts, holiday programmes, summer league competitions and so on. In addition
Sandra has taken over managing the Primary and Mini competitions managing the registrations process, getting draws
completed and available online and responding to the resulting enquiries.

Niniwa Roberts is the CoachForce Officer undertaking a large number of activities within this role including appointing and
working with all the Representative team coaches, utilising funding from the Wellington City Council to develop a Talent
Development programme, offering Holiday programmes, coaching the regions coaches, running national coaching courses,
attending and contributing to Regional Coaching Clinics and coordinating a team of coaches who go out and coach in schools.
NB more holiday programmes for July are in the planning stages. Keep an eye on the website for details (which will also be
sent to club and school contacts).

Anne-Margaret Campbell, as Chief Executive, appoints and works with the Advisory Councils agreeing and planning activities
for the year. Working with the Board to agree the Strategic Plan, Anne-Margaret has drafted and is overseeing the
implementation of an operational plan. Anne-Margaret writes the newsletters and manages the finances, setting the annual
budget and keeping track of expenditure as the season progresses. Anne-Margaret is responsible for income generation with
large funding grants being the early focus. Anne-Margaret will be part of a Funding Strategy Group which is in its very early
stages of development and which will drive the activity around sponsorship and fund raising (volunteers for this group,
particularly those with good business connections / fundraising knowledge, are very welcome). A recent focus has been to
make submissions to local councils regarding their Long Term Council Community Plans (see below).

LTCCP

Three Councils in the Wellington area are revising their Long Term Council Community Plan. As a result, Anne-Margaret has
orally presented a submission to each Council around the following issues:

e Hutt City Council — supporting the NHS Trust submission seeking $150,000 contribution to the replacement costs of
the Fraser Park Turf (due for replacement at the end of this season). We contended this is an important and well
utilised facility which is at the end of its life and that hockey players are already burdened with high costs to play
hockey compared with other main stream sports therefore the council should be giving some financial support.

e Upper Hutt City Council — supporting the Upper Hutt Hockey Club submission seeking the council to build a turf in
Upper Hutt with support from local schools. We noted Wellington hockey was at capacity with teams practicing and
playing late into the night 7 days a week. Emphasising that new turfs lead to increased participation (e.g. Kapiti has
gone from 5 — 7 senior teams in 2009).

e Wellington City Council — noted we are at capacity in Wellington and need a new turf; in addition commenting on the
quality of the NHS1 turf which is due for replacement, to ensure it is budgeted for within the current 3 year spending
period rather than the next. We also commented on the lack of equality with other sports in regard to cost —a good
example being the costing model for the new Soccer turfs being planned by the Council over the next 10 years, with
seasonal senior players to pay $45 per hour for the new soccer turfs whereas hockey players are currently paying
$112 per hour. We said the council need to include in their turf development plans, building a turf which hockey
players can use and to look at the new turfs being developed internationally which can host both soccer and hockey.



NHS Trust notices

Just a gentle reminder it is a Council by-law that dogs cannot be brought into the hockey grounds. Also to let you know the
NHS 1 and 2 turfs have just been groomed this week (essentially using a ride-on vacuum cleaner). This cleans the surface but
should also hopefully improve the playing surface by bringing up the pile.

Monday, 17 August - Team coaches and convenors are invited to attend the Secondary Competition Review meeting.
These meetings will give attendees an opportunity to feedback on the season so far and suggest potential changes to the
competition for 2010. Players and parents from these teams may like to speak with their team’s convenor/coach to ensure

their ideas feed into the meetings.

NB we will look to do the same with the Open Grade competitions a little later in the year.
